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Lineworkers: Install and repair
cables, wires, and other equipment
seen on electrical poles and
transmission towers. This requires
a high school diploma, a 2-year
degree is optional, and on-the-job
training is required.

Plumber, Pipefitter & Steamfitter:

Helps smooth operation of both
electric and gas utilities. Lay pipe
for steam to help generate
electricity or set gas mains.

Welder: Lay out, fit, and fabricate
metal components to assemble
structural forms. Use knowledge
of welding techniques, metallurgy,
and engineering. Install or repair
equipment like lead pipes, valves,
floors, and tank linings.

Maintenance & Repair Worker:
Must have the skills of 2 or more
maintenance or craft occupations
to keep machines, equipment, and
the building structure in repair.
Must be able to fit pipes, install
equipment, weld, know carpentry,
have electrical knowledge, and be
able to fix floors and stairs.

Instrumentation & Control
Technician: Provides
technical support and setup of
instrumentation, control and
electronic activity.

Civil Engineer: Duties include
planning, designing, and
overseeing cnnstruction and
maintenance of building structures
and facilities.
